At this round table, we will discuss whether the internet, and especially social media and news media, are
contributing to political and social polarization of modern societies and if it is indeed happening — what the
mechanisms and the factors of this process are. We will also talk about the role of fake news producers, bot and
troll accounts, and factories for political polarization and social division. The round table will be opened by short
polemic presentations of four experts followed by a discussion with the audience.
